Union Park Middle School teachers have recommended the following ideas to ensure your student is successful:


Monitor Progressbook and teacher provided goal tracking forms.

Designate time to read with your child on a nightly basis. The recommended amount of time for reading nightly is 30 minutes. However, if your child has no homework, encourage him or her read an additional 30 minutes 


Use iReady math program and Achieve3000 reading program at home or from a local library on the weekends to increase math and reading skills.


Communicate the value of a formal education.
