The resource center is located in the media center and is open before, during, and after school so parents have access to the materials. 	Our Title I Coordinator and the Administrative Team provides an overview of our Title I program at our annual meeting. All pertinent information is presented at PTA, SAC, PLC, and parent training sessions. This includes, but is not limited to, the Parental Involvement Plan, School Improvement Plan, Curriculum Guides, SOAR Report, AYP Status, and Right to Know Letter. All documents are available in at least two (2) languages. Additional copies of information are available in the main office, parent resource center, and the school website.



The school testing calendar, which explains all of the formal academic assessments, is explained in detail through a letter that is sent to all parents. This information is also available on our website.



Individual student reports from our district benchmark tests are sent to parents mid-year. These reports show the percentage correct for each benchmark and help monitor student progress. Individual student progress is monitored daily via ProgressBook, which can be accessed at home or at school via the internet. Mid-Term reports are sent home each marking period and report cards are provided for each student at the end of each marking period. Parents can always contact the school for a copy of all student reports.



Parents are encouraged to request a meeting at any time during the school year to voice their suggestions or concerns on any topic. These meetings may be conducted before, during, or after school at a time that is convenient for the parent.



Each time a report is sent home with the students, parents are informed of this by our administration through the Orange Connect system.

	All of the parent involvement programs and training session presentations are translated in both Spanish and English by selected faculty/community members, including our SAC, PTA, and PLC meetings. Parents who visit our school are provided assistance in Spanish, English and Haitian Creole. Translators are also available on campus for parent conferences, registration procedures, and at any time a parent requests. Additionally, all written communication (i.e. reports, forms, permission slips, flyers for events, newsletters, monthly calendars, etc.) is published in both Spanish and English. Phone messages sent to parents, staff, and community members through our Connect Orange system, are done in Spanish and English.



Our staff provides accommodations for any parent who needs assistance due to a disability, so that he/she may participate in any and all activities. Our new buildings are designed so that parents with physical disabilities have access to all areas of our campus. We also have audio enhancement systems available for use with any parents who might have a hearing impairment. If parents request vision assistance, we are able to provide large print materials or enlarge computer screens using our smart board technology.



Our student population has a high percentage of mobility. In order to make sure that the parents of students who are new to our school are well informed, we provide each entering family with a special informational packet when they enroll. Parents, who are entering our school later in the year, may have missed some of our training sessions. When requested, our staff will duplicate any training that a parent would like to receive.
