	Response: The media center plays an important role as a resource center at Lovell Elementary School. It provides the forum for the integration of parent involvement programs, activities which provide support for the home and school environments. To promote and support responsible parenting the media center is open after school hours.  Parents can work with their children on the computers to reinforce, research, or enrich the curriculum students experience daily. The Media Center is also open during school hours allowing opportunities for parents to check out materials for extra practice or enrichment at home. The CRT provides parents with information on how to help students prepare for and focus on FSA testing. In addition, the main office is available for parents to sign up for various school volunteer opportunities. The resource information is posted on the school marquee and website monthly throughout the year providing information related to the curriculum or staff members. In addition, workshops, EPT and ELL meetings are held at the school throughout the year. The Administrative team and Parents meet to develop the compact which addresses the academic and social needs of the student for the school year. Principal, Assistant Principal, CCT, PICRT, ESE Contact, School Psychologist and Parents who are unable to attend these meetings can communicate via the telephone or support the compact by monitoring their child's daily reading and homework. The parents can check out the Rosetta Stone 1 program for learning English from the Media Center. We encourage parents to visit and use the media center throughout the school year.

	Response: At the Annual Title I Meeting in September, Lovell Elementary will hold a school-wide general meeting where information will be presented about the Title I program, curriculum, and academic assessments. Parents will learn about the school-wide programs, upcoming events, meetings, and workshops we plan for the school year. The parents are given invitations, flyers, and Connect Orange phone calls are made informing one week in advance concering upcoming workshops and events. Flyers are also posted around the school grounds. In addition, parents are informed during EPT, ELL meetings and conferences with the teachers about various programs that are available, such as tutoring, and computer classes. Information is also posted on our school website and through the monthly newsletter. Teachers are also required to use the students' planners as a means of daily communication. Through our monthly SAC meetings, the Lovell’s administrative team elaborates on the curriculum, assessments and expectations for the year. In addition, parents are encouraged to request meetings with teachers, resource teachers and administrators to discuss the students' progress in school during the coffee chats or at any other available time. Within the school year, grade level teachers meet weekly in PLC meetings to discuss ways to collaborate as a team to increase the academic and social achievements of students. Data is collected and used to determine specific interventions which address individual student academic needs. Parents will be given copies of the PIP to review the school-wide plan under Section 1114(b)(2). If the plan  is not satisfactory to the parents of participating children, the school will also submit the parents' comments on the plan that will be available to the local education agency [Section 1118(c) (5)].When available all types of communication sent home is translated in the parents' native language.

During the annual Title I meeting, the PIP will be presented in English and Spanish as well as a summarized brochure given at a later date that will be printed in English and Spanish. The brochure will outline the major components of the Title I policy. The PIP will be posted on Lovell's Website and a copy will be kept in the main office.
