	Bonneville Elementary School will provide several additional resources and programs for parents to encourage and support parents participation in the education of their children. We are sensitive to the varied barriers our families experience. Many parents may not be able to physically attend campus during school hours due to scheduling constraints. We will provide activities for parents and their children to participate in the morning or evening. For example, some Title I meetings and the Literacy, Science and Multicultural Nights will take place in the evening to accommodate our parents' schedules. Within each of these activity nights, parents will be provided materials, information, and support so that they can help their children succeed.  We will also provide free student planners for daily communication with parents, as well as class newsletters to strengthen the connection between home and school.

In addition, each grade level will create a compact that includes information about grade-level activities as well as academic information.  A periodic distribution of fliers will provide the dates that FSA, End of Course and Benchmark testing windows occur so that parents can support their child's success by providing them with a good night's sleep and a healthy breakfast.

To further support parents and children, free binders, tabs, and pencils will be provided through donations. The Parent Resource Coordinator, Guidance Counselor and Leadership Team will provide free parenting materials, food, counseling, and community resources to support our parents at home in their efforts to nurture and educate their children. We will also provide technological support through our media center and computer labs for those parents in need of technological resources for academic and homework support.

	Bonneville Elementary School utilizes multiple means to inform parents of academic programs, curriculum, assessments and grade-level standards.  Meet-the-Teacher is held in August to provide information and resources to parents as well as to exchange contact information for regular communications between teachers and parents.  The BooHoo Breakfast is a meeting for parents of kindergarteners to obtain multiple strategies to help their young students academically.  An annual Title I parent meeting is held in September to inform parents of Title I programs, including funding, parents’ rights, teacher certification, parents’ responsibility, compact information, tutoring services, extended media, upcoming events and the Parent and Family Engagement Policy/Plan.  At Open House in September, teachers and parents review information on testing and school resources.  Pastries with Parents is an event to promote the use of extended media and Accelerated Reader (AR) with parents.  Multicultural, Literacy, Math/Science nights are held throughout the year to expose parents to student work products and to celebrate children learning and achievement.  These nights are also used to provide parents with strategies to support their student’s learning at home.  Bonneville Elementary School holds Celebration of Learning conferences in the fall to inform parents of classroom expectations, AR and the integration of technology into the curriculum.  In addition, teachers inform parents about Florida standardized testing and the district-level testing (iReady, End of Course).  We provide student planners for daily communication with parents.  Teacher also utilize a phone app that provides a continuous mode of communication between home and school. Parent-Teacher conferences are held at the request of the parent or teacher to formulate suggestions and to ensure parent participation in decisions relating to the education of their children.  If a parent objects to the school-wide program plan, the school will work together with all stakeholders to ensure concerns are addressed.

	Bonneville Elementary School will provide ample notice to parents regarding school meetings and events in English and Spanish through disseminating information school wide in daily agendas, monthly newsletters, flyers, Connect Ed phone messages, school marquee, school website, school FaceBook page and posters located on campus and in the community. Initial notification will be provided at least one month prior to events with reminders each week. School event times will be varied to include morning, afternoon, evening, and Saturday opportunities for parental involvement. Translation services will be provided as needed through our Parent Engagement Liaison or the ELL contact.

At Meet-the-Teacher and Open House, parent contact information will be collected and a school-based distribution list will be created to send assessment information home to parents. 

We will monitor receipt of the information provided by reviewing parental comments in student agendas, maintaining copies of newsletters, Title I sign in sheets, from parent events and through parent surveys. A notice will be included in newsletters and on the school website and Facebook page to let parents know who to contact if they need ASL translation services or have any other special needs to access the parent involvement activities. In addition,a simple parent welcome packet will be created to give to parents when they enroll their children. Brochures that tell about Title 1 and the PIP will be available in the packet.

Bonneville Elementary School conforms to ADA requirements and provides handicapped parking spaces, ramps, a building elevator and other assistance for handicapped persons.

	Some parents opt not to attend school activities, even with multiple notifications and encouragement by their child’s teacher.  Although progress has been made, it appears that there are still some ELL parents who do not participate.
	Bonneville has continued to send out Spanish-translated flyers, emails and conducted telephone call-outs.  In addition, Open House and SAC meeting notices were sent out by postcards and placed on the marquee.  Almost all teachers utilized Class Dojo (which has a translation feature) to stay in constant contact with parents.  For all of the “event” nights, a grade level team provides a short presentation to encourage more parent attendance.  For the 2017-2018 school year, all teachers will utilize Class Dojo to provide timely notification.  In addition, the school will explore more translations of information sent home to parents.

	Bonneville Elementary School’s Facebook page was a significant addition to our parent communications this year.  Upcoming events are posted, as well as photos and announcements for activities happening at Bonneville.  Parents not only “like” the posted items, they also comment on what they have attended and what they have enjoyed!  Every single activity, assessment window, and event is put on the Facebook page.  Currently, the page is monitored by a Leadership Team member, but other teachers and staff submit material to be placed on the site.  It is especially easy for our parents to participate because Facebook is universal and doesn’t require the parent to have a code or log-in.

	Class Dojo
	Almost all of our teachers participated this year in using Class Dojo.  Some teachers used it only as a communication tool, while others used the class Dojo points as a large part of their classroom management plan.  Parents received the “sign-up” information multiple times so that they could get the App on their phones.  We also were able to send “school-wide” notifications to parents much more easily than relying on the email notifications.
