We will also provide the bilingual families with library books for home support. The media center hours will be extended the school year. The combination of these will be used consistently throughout our campus to enable us to effectively monitor student progress and proficiency levels as well as drive instruction at all grade levels. It will be understood that teachers will respond within forty-eight hours to parental requests for a meeting about their child. To accommodate the parents, this will be done by a face to face meeting, telephone conference, or email, whichever proves to be most convenient for the parent.
