· All parents or guardians are required to attend an orientation for our alternative program. During orientation, information is provided about the Title I program and information about Title I will continue to be relayed to parents through ParentLink, our Chameleon newsletters to students and parents, and on the LAMP website. The school also has offered during the second semester afterschool tutoring in the areas of reading, math, and science and open computer lab time for students seeking to complete e2020 courses. Also, the school has offered Saturday test preparation sessions prior to FSA and EOC testing. LAMP is also involved in a Title I book program that provides books to parents for their children and translation dictionaries.

· LAMP follows the district academic plans and matches as closely as possible the student’s scheduled courses from their sending schools through traditional classes and e2020 courses. Curricular information is provided to parents through the back to school open house, teacher’s websites through OnCourse, and the school’s website. Information about student performance is provided through ParentLink, student weekly data sheets and point sheets, and scheduled report cards and interim reports. During orientation and student reviews, the expectation of grades of C’s or better is communicated to students and parents.

· LAMP participates in all district assessment activities. Students are expected to participate in district Common Course Exams at least three times per year for most courses. Students take state assessments including: Florida Assessments for Instruction in Reading (FAIR) testing; Florida State Assessment Test (FSA) in the areas of reading, math, science, and writing; End of Course Exams (EOC) for the areas of Algebra, Geometry, Biology, American History, and Civics; Postsecondary Education Readiness Test (P.E.R.T.);  Comprehensive English Language Learners Exam (CELLA) for current ESOL students; and Alternate Assessment Testing for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities.  High school students also participate in the national Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT).  Parents are notified of testing through ParentLink and/or letter sent home.  Test results are sent home with the students. Students are expected to earn a level three on FCAT testing and pass the EOC tests. 
· Opportunities for parents to meet regularly to suggest input and to participate in the decision-making process as it influences their children’s education will be provided during orientation, through parent-teacher phone calls and conferences, student reviews, and at the SAC meetings.

· All school information is routinely provided in both English and Spanish. Information regarding IEP and LEP meetings are sent out in the English and the parent’s native language. Information from the school administration such as newsletters and ParentLink information will be translated into Spanish for those parents who require translations. A representative from the school administration will oversee school translations and ensure that both ESE and ESOL representatives send out required paperwork in the parent’s native language. The need for native language documents will be identified during orientation.

· Every student who enters into attendance at LAMP attends an Orientation meeting. During this meeting, school office staff provide students with a Welcome Packet of information.
