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Introduction

The purpose of the combined mental health application is to streamline and merge two programs into one
application. The Youth Mental Health Awareness Training (YMHAT) Plan and the Mental Health Assistance
Allocation (MHAA) Plan are to provide supplemental funding to districts so schools can establish, expand and/
or improve mental health care, awareness and training and offer a continuum of services. These allocations
are appropriated annually to serve students and families through resources designed to foster quality
mentalhealth. This application is separated into two primary sections: Part Il includes the YMHAT Plan and
Part Il includes the MHAA Plan.

Part I. Mental Health Assistance Allocation Plan

In accordance with s. 1011.62, F.S., the MHAA Plan allocation is to assist districts with establishing or
expanding school-based mental health care; training educators and other school staff in detecting and
responding to mental health issues; and connecting children, youth and families who may experience
behavioral health issues with appropriate services.

Submission Process and Deadline
The application must be submitted to the Florida Department of Education (FDOE) by August 1, 2022.
There are two submission options for charter schools (MHAA Plan Only):

o Option 1: District submission includes charter schools in their application.

o Option 2: Charter school(s) submit a separate application from the district.

394.463, F.S. Such contact may be in
person or using telehealth, as defined in s. 456.47, F.S. The mental health professional may be
available to the school district either by contracts or interagency agreements with the managing
entity, one or more local community behavioral health providers, or the local mobile response team,
or be a direct or contracted school district employee. Note: All initiated involuntary examinations
located on school grounds, on school transportation or at a school sponsored activity must be
documented in the Involuntary Examinations and Restraint and Seclusion (IERS) platform.

Parrish Charter Academy will identify at-risk students through an early warning system that includes
recognizing changes in school performance, attendance, mood changes, complaining of ilinesses,
increased

disciplinary problems, experiencing problems at home and/or a family situation, and communication from
teachers and parents

Initially, Evidence-Based Practices will include early identification through referral protocols, school-based
staff awareness trainings, mandatory professional development trainings, working with primary care and
mental health providers, family partnerships, and coordinated efforts with other local and state agencies.
? Parrish Charter Academy will identify at-risk students through an early warning system that includes
recognizing changes in school performance, attendance, mood changes, complaining of ilinesses,
increased

disciplinary problems, experiencing problems at home and/or a family situation, and communication from
teachers and parents.
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? Current contracted mental health services hours have been approved and are scheduled for the 2021 —
2022

school year. Additionally, our licensed mental health counselor is on-call to service our student population
in the event that extra service hours are required in-person or through virtual sessions.

? Our licensed mental health counselor will assist students who are dealing with trauma and violence.
Parrish

Charter Academy may also include utilizing the established collaborative working partnerships with one or
multiple of the following to assist students dealing with trauma and violence: Manatee County Sheriff’s
Office, Department of Children and Families, and Centerstone.

Parrish Charter Academy will increase awareness and prevention efforts by providing all students’
access to a licensed

mental health counselor. Students will also receive mental health discussions provided by the
Principal, the Assistant
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Principal, the licensed mental health counselor, school counselor, and guest speakers when
available. Parrish Charter

Academy will follow the recommendations of the contracted licensed mental health counselor for
mental health

screening and assessments. All evidence based mental health interventions will be selected and
implemented by the

licensed mental health counselor. Staff referral protocol will be preceded with staff Professional
Development

through Safe Schools Modules provided by the Manatee County School District. The required
professional

development courses for Parrish Charter Academy staff are as follows:

? Bullying: Recognition & Response (Full Course)

? De-Escalation Strategies (Full Course)

? Disruptive Student Behavior (Full Course)

? Youth Suicide: Awareness & Prevention (Full Course)

? Cultural Competence and Racial Bias (Full Course)

? Student Drug and Alcohol Abuse (Full Course)

Additional Trainings for the 2021 — 2022 School Year

? School Violence: Identifying and Addressing (Full Course)

? Child Abuse: Identification and Intervention (Full Course)

? Child Abuse: Mandatory Reporting (Full Course)

? Student Mental Health: Awareness, Intervention, and Referral (Full Course)

Education to further assist in identifying, referring, and supporting student mental health. Parrish
Charter Academy

staff will complete the Youth Mental Health Awareness Training Opportunity provided by Manatee
County Public

Schools.

Parrish Charter Academy staff may refer students to the on-site contracted licensed mental health
counselor through

referral forms and/or through communication with the Assistant Principal’s office or Principal’s office.
Staff and

students are encouraged to communicate any and all mental health concerns to administration and/or
our licensed

mental health counselor and school counselor. Parents are encouraged to contact our contracted
licensed mental

health counselor, Assistant Principal, and/or Principal with any mental health concerns that may
impact a Parrish

Charter Academy student. Students with mental health concerns may schedule times to meet with the
licensed mental

health counselor and/or school counselor as well.

School-based mental health services will be delivered within a multi-tiered system of supports.
Universal Preventions

(Tier I) are provided for all students and address the needs of 80-90% of the student population.
Secondary or targeted

(Tier Il) interventions are provided for students at-risk of developing mental health challenges. These
efforts will

address 5-15% of the student population. Tertiary or intensive interventions (Tier Ill) address the
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needs of 1-5% of the

student population, reducing the effects of symptoms that may already be problematic. Students who
do not

sufficiently respond to school-wide positive behavior interventions and supports will receive targeted
interventions at

Tier Il. Students whose problematic behavior persists will receive Tier Il interventions as provided by
the licensed

mental health counselor.

Community-based mental health referral agencies for accessing treatment and recovery services
include: Centerstone,

Suncoast Behavioral Health, and NAMI of Sarasota and Manatee Counties.

Describe the role of school based mental health providers and community-based partners in
the implementation of your evidence-based mental health program.

The Centerstone counselor will be supportive in nature to our
contracted licensed mental health/substance abuse counselor.
Our contracted licensed mental health/substance abuse
counselor will implement all evidence-based programs and best
practices through their own professional decision-making as
required through the use of our MTSS model.
