Built in 1957, Southwest Elementary has 27 classroom 
teachers, 8 resource teachers, 14 paraprofessionals 
and 13 other staff. 
The enrollment data collected in spring 2016 was 469 
students. 
Of this total enrollment, 21.4% African-American, 

40.8% Caucasian, and 29.9% Hispanic.
