	Extended Learning Opportunities
	The school will assist students so that they will meet state and local student standards in core academic subjects, such as reading and math. The school will offer students a broad array of enrichment activities that can complement their regular academic programs. Literacy and other educational services will also be offered to the families of participating children. Awareness will be given to both parents and students through on-going enriched environmental projects.

Flexible Parent Meetings
North Side Elementary will offer a flexible number of meetings, such as meetings in the morning or evening, and may provide with Title I funds, transportation, childcare, or home visits, as such services related to parental involvement [Section 1118(c)(2)].
	North Side Elementary will schedule meetings during the evening to better accommodate our working parents. An Annual Title 1 Public Meeting will be held during the first month of school to inform parents at each grade level about the school's participation in the Title 1 program and to encourage them to become actively involved with reviewing and revising our school's Parent Involvement Plan. Teachers will have a minimum of two conferences with parents of children in their classroom during the school year. They will explain their grade level expectations in Reading, Writing, Math and Science as well as the Units of Study, attitudes and profiles and how parents can help their child to be more successful in school. Homework and grading procedures will also be explained. Tips on how to access Virtual Counselor where parents can view a summary of their child's test scores such as the FSA will be provided. North Side Elementary will also offer parents a special workshop each year to provide an explanation of statewide assessment systems, standards, and other accountability measures.
