Migrant Parent Resource Center is available to parents from 8:00 am to 3:30 pm daily. The Parent Liaison and Social Worker will maintain a parent resource board that will provide community resource information (health screenings, food pantries, classes in the community, etc) and news events at our school. Headstart parents meet once a month during the school day with headstart teachers.

At the annual meeting of parents in September, Knights Elementary School held a general meeting where information was presented about the Title I programs and parent involvement opportunities.  Parents learned about the school wide program, upcoming events such as conference nights, and opportunities for participation in decisions related to the education of their child such as serving on the SAC team.  Parents were invited to visit their child’s classrooms to meet the teachers.  During the classroom visits, teachers provided additional information on the subjects they teach, expectations for each nine weeks which correlate to the Next Generation Sunshine State Standards and Common Core State Standards, and how parents can help at home. Teachers will maintain sign-in sheets and provide a copy to the Parent Liaison who will also maintain documentation on the dissemination of information, distribution methods, and timelines. A newsletter was also sent home to every family explaining the Title I programs and the Parent Involvement Plan.

Head phones are used for translation during parent involvement meetings. District forms and publications are provided in English and Spanish to parents as needed. All correspondence and fliers are sent home in Spanish. We have a Knights Event Line for parents to listen to the weekly events when calling the school for parents who are unable to read and for convenience to all parents. The digital marquee is updated on a weekly basis. Parent Link calls are sent home to all parents in English and in Spanish to remind parents of events.
