At the Annual Meeting for parents of participating children held before Open House on September 5th, Sallye B. Mathis Elementary, A STEM School will give information about the Title I programs, invite Jacksonville agencies offering resources to the parents, the school’s curriculum for the 2014-2015 school year, the new academic assessments the district has provided, and the 2013-2014 academic success/ opportunities for growth.

During the classroom visits, teachers will provide additional information on the subjects they teach, assessment plans, and how parents can help at home. The same information was provided in a back-to-school packet distributed for all parents unable to attend. Teachers will maintain sign-in sheets and provide a copy to the assistant principal who will also maintain documentation on the dissemination of information, distribution methods, and timelines.
As more Title I Parent Programs are planned and delivered, notification will be sent home via flyers, the school’s automated voice messaging system, and postings on the school’s marquee.  Two notification periods will take place - two weeks prior to the event and the same week as the event.  The school will monitor the effectiveness of the notification process through am evaluation at the end of each parent meeting addressing the method in which each participant was notified.

Sallye B. Mathis Elementary will ensure that all learning styles are taken into consideration when presenting a parental involvement workshop.  All workshops will be visual, auditory, and hands-on to help all parents stay engaged in the materials being presented.  The presenter will be responsible for making sure that all materials are in an easy-to-understand format that allows all participants to comprehend its components.
