Art classes have been included this year on Fridays by a certified Art teacher and parents are encouraged to come to the classes with their students. Empty Bowls conducts their yearly reach out program for our students to build relationships with community stakeholders.

During the first quarter of school we hold two annual Title I meetings to disseminate information regarding National, State, and District Title I policies, including SES information. Parents who were unable to attend received the information in a packet that is sent home the next day. We will continue to provide additional information throughout the school year.



Communication sheets are sent home on a daily basis to inform parents of their student's daily progress. Conference nights are utilized to explain curriculum and assessment. Personal invitations are sent to parents through phone calls, flyers, and newsletters to invite them to participate in decision making committees such as SAC. All parents are offered the opportunity to participate in committees. Monthly parent involvement activities have been scheduled as well as quarterly conference nights.
