· Notices of meetings will be posted on signs in front of the school, through emails and phone calls to parents using the Phone Message System, and on the school Facebook page. Sent home flyers to announce and remind.  Sent emails to teachers to place the announcement in their communication home.

School Advisory Council membership is open to all parents of BES. Parents are informed of the SAC at the Annual Title I Back to School Meeting in August. Teachers seek at least one parent from each classroom who would be willing to serve on the SAC and attend monthly meetings. Parental input is documented in the minutes that are kept at all SAC meetings. The development of the Parental Involvement Plan is an on-going process throughout the school year through periodic reviews.

The SAC's monthly agenda will include a line item where parents can request reasonable support for parental involvement activities. Depending on the parent request, support may include summary workshops or trainings based on an individual or group need.

· Additionally in the past the School Advisory Council met on Tuesday nights. With parent input it was decided that Monday night would be a better night for School Advisory Council meetings in order to accommodate sports’ schedules in the area.
· In order to increase participation in both SAC and Family Learning Nights, Family Learning Nights will be held following the SAC meetings. These will be held 3-4 times throughout the school year. Each Family Learning Night will include a Parent Involvement Workshop as well as other family centered activity such as Literacy Events, Project Presentations, and Reader's Theater Presentations. 	All parents will be encouraged to join and be a part of the School Advisory Council. Signs will be posted at the Day Care Centers informing parents of dates and times of all School Advisory Council Meetings and Family Learning Nights.



Flyers, emails, newsletters, calendars, the phone message system, DOJO, Remind, Bloomz, and school Facebook page will be used to communicate notification of meetings and opportunities for parents to be involved in their child's academic success.

Minutes from all School Advisory Council meetings will be posted to the school's website monthly. Parents will be informed about the Skyward Parent Portal for viewing student's grades and assignments. Letters about Skyward access will be sent out to parents at the beginning of each school year.  This will also be in the new student packet for students/parents who join BES mid-year. There will also be a place at the Annual Title I Open House Meeting for parents to gain access to Skyward.

Signs informing parents of upcoming SAC meetings, Family Learning Nights and Early Release Days will be posted in front of the school monthly.
